LOCATION:
There are 300+ positions available statewide. The number of vacancies will vary from park to park.

DURATION:
Positions are usually available starting in April, May and June. Positions usually terminate immediately after Labor Day.

MINIMUM QUALIFICATIONS:
Must be 18 years of age or older and possess a valid driver's license.

DUTIES: 

Assist park staff by performing a variety of tasks at a State park, beach, or historical area. Tasks include picking up litter, cleaning restrooms, registering campers and collecting fees, mowing lawns, raking leaves, general grounds and facility maintenance, explaining park rules, transporting supplies and equipment, painting, and trail maintenance.

SPECIAL NOTES:
· Union Shop Requirement: The Washington State Parks and Recreation Commission has a union shop requirement.  Any employee hired into this position will be required to meet union shop requirements within 30 days of employment.
· Background Check:  A State/Federal level background check using fingerprints is required prior to an individual beginning work as an employee.  

HOW TO APPLY:
Please send your completed Park Aide application (copies are acceptable) to each park in which you are interested in working (see following for a list of the parks).  Be sure to state your availability dates on the application.  Housing is generally not available.  Employees are responsible for providing their own housing and transportation.

Positive proof of identity and employment must be presented to supervisor at the time of employment.
