Issues Summary

A summary of issues and suggestions from the public from the second public meeting on 3-21-06, and grouped by the issues/alternatives listed on the Stage 2- Lake Wenatchee Alternatives document.  
In response to issues that were raised by the community and state park customers in the first stage, the planning team developed alternatives to address these issues.  A second workshop took place on March 21, 2006, at the Leavenworth City Hall.  The comments below were received at the March 21 workshop.
Issue: Expansion of recreation opportunities and consistency of operation/Extend ski trails through YMCA property.
