= Wildlife, plants and all
park buildings, signs, tables
and other structures are protected; removal or damage
of any kind is prohibited. Hunting, feeding of wildlife
and gathering firewood on state park property is prohibited.

* Pets must be on leash and under physical control at all
times. This includes trail areas and campsites. Pet owners
must clean up after pets on all state park lands.

The Discover Pass is required for day visits to state parks and
access to other state-managed recreation lands. The pass
provides access to millions of acres of parks, wildlife areas,
trails, natural areas and water-access sites. The annual pass

is transferable between two vehicles.
